
Dearly Beloved In The Lord,       A blessed Resurrection to all! 

You’ve probably heard the one about the man who was forced to climb onto the roof of his house because it 
had been raining for days and days, and a terrible flood had come over the land.  As the waters rose higher 
and higher, a man in a rowboat appeared, and told the man on the roof to get in.  “No” replied the man on 
the roof.  “I have faith in the Lord; the Lord will save me.”  So the man in the rowboat went away and the 
man on the roof prayed for God to save him.  The waters rose higher and higher, and suddenly a speedboat 
appeared.  “Climb in!” shouted a man in the boat.  “No” replied the man on the roof.  “I have faith in the 
Lord; the Lord will save me.”  So the man in the speedboat went away and the man on the roof prayed for 
God to save him.  The waters continued to rise.  A helicopter appeared and over the loudspeaker, the pilot 
announced he would lower a rope to the man on the roof.  “No” replied the man on the roof.  “I have faith in 
the Lord; the Lord will save me.”  So the helicopter went away and the man on the roof prayed for God to 
save him.  The waters rose higher and higher, and eventually they rose so high that the man on the roof was 
washed away, and alas, the poor man drowned.  Upon arriving in heaven, the man marched straight over to 
God.  “Heavenly Father,” he said, “I had faith in you, prayed to you to save me, and yet you did nothing.  
Why?”  God gave him a puzzled look, and replied “I sent you two boats and a helicopter, what more did you 
expect?” 

Indeed, what more did he expect?  Thankfully, our God wills that all be saved and come to the knowledge of 
the Truth.  Thankfully, God does not desire the death of a sinner but hopes for his repentance and  his return 
to Him.  Thankfully, God saves  all those who call upon Him with faith and follow the path of repentance.  
Blessed is our God Who alone cares for us and for the salvation of our souls!  I guess that its true, the best at-
titude for a Christian to have is an attitude of gratitude! 

But this funny story does make me wonder.  Am I always grateful?  Do I sometimes “sit around” when it 
comes to my faith?  Do I sometimes wait and expect more from God?  And what about those around me? 
What about those I am around who don’t seem to take their salvation seriously.  Those who don’t repent or 
who live lives totally separated from God.  Those whose faith is nominal, superficial, and totally discon-
nected to the rest of their lives.  Those who live as if Christ never did resurrect from the dead, or even worse, 
live as if God doesn’t exist.  For as Dostoyevsky’s Ivan lamented, “ If God does not exist, everything is per-
mitted”. St. Mary of Egypt who we commemorated on the fifth Sunday of Lent and on April 1st, lived the 
first 29 years of her life in these ways.  She engaged in every manner of sin and filth, often drawing others 
down with her.  “This was life to me”, she said, “Every kind of abuse of nature I regarded as life”.  You have 
to admit that this is troubling.  Surely if someone you knew lived like this, you would be concerned about 
them?  You would care right?  At least, you would wonder?  Granted, not everyone lives as she did.  She in-
deed was an extreme case and not many of us will encounter another like her in our lives.  Yet this doesn’t 
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mean that we won’t encounter others almost like her.  
Or others on their way to becoming like her.  Or even, 
see the ways these things are occurring in our own life! 
Like the man on the roof, St. Mary finally recognized 
that all along, God was seeking her repentance and 
sending her “boats and a helicopter”, even as the 
“great flood waters of sin were rising and she was 
about to be drowned”.  She however, decided to get 
into the boat, repent greatly, and take her salvation 
seriously for the rest of her days.  And as they say, the 
rest is history or rather “her-story”.   

When the story of our life is written, what will it be?  
Will it be a story of taking our salvation seriously or 
neglecting such a great salvation?  Will it be a story of 
repentance and return to God, or of drowning and 
separation?  Will we get into the boat or remain sitting 
on the roof?  Will it be a story of living our faith daily 
or living a life totally separated from God?  Will it be a 
story of living as if God does exist and did resurrect 
from the dead, or living a life as if He doesn’t exist or 
didn’t rise from the dead?  And what about those 
around us?  Will our story also be about caring for oth-
ers?  Do you not know that even though we sin indi-
vidually, we are saved corporately?  So it really mat-
ters if we: come to church, fast, pray, confess, forgive, 
and give alms.  It really matters if we take risks and 
call sin; sin. Too many around us are “sitting on their 
rooftops” doing nothing as the “flood waters of sin” 
rise around them.  Too many are saying “No” to the 
“boats and helicopters” sent to save them. Too many 
around us are living in sin and filth, even members of 
our own family.  Too many are neglecting such a great 
salvation and missing the obvious.  Too many are 
sadly, ungrateful. 

Our Lord’s Pascha approaches not like a boat, but like 
a large ship to deliver us from sin and death.  And as 
St. John Chrysostom reminds us in his Paschal homily, 
even those who board at the eleventh hour are wel-
come.  Let us say yes to God and be grateful to Him for 
His care and love.  Let us come onto the ark of our sal-
vation and remain there for the rest of our days.  Christ 
is Risen!  Truly He is Risen!

SPECIAL FUNDS LETTER REGARDING THE PICNIC SHELTER  

Dear Friends, 

 On Sunday, August 16 of last year, our Parish Assembly unanimously approved  the construction of 

our picnic shelter which will include a storage area. Plans and permits have been submitted and approved. 

Seed money, rebar and some of the lumber has already been donated. Now is the time for our funding-

raising plan to go into action. 

 As you may recall, our goal is to have fifty families in our parish donate $100 per year for the next 

three years over-and-above their  stewardship . This will net us $15,000 which we estimated would be the cost 

of the shelter even with the donated materials. Some families will be able to give more, others less, some have 

already given; but we hope everyone in the parish will participate.  Three hundred dollars over a three year 

period is less than twenty-eight cents a day. Put a quarter in a piggy bank everyday and at the end of year 

you will have saved $91.25 of that $100. If you start now and put a dollar a day away, you’ll be done before 

Christmas; or if you can sustain the dollar a day, you can help the project that much more. Whatever you are 

able to do is great, but please participate. When bringing your donation to church, please indicate on the 

“Offering” envelope that your gift is for the building fund. Or if you plan to combine your contribution with 

stewardship, please indicate how much should go to stewardship and how much to the building fund. And 

let’s not forget that when the concrete is down and the lumber is going up, come and add your time and tal-

ent to your treasure. It will be a lot of fun and very worthwhile. 

 The long-range planning committee and the parish council would like to thank you very much for 

your unanimous approval of this project, which will help to bring our parish closer together in fellowship.

Larisa was born in Edina, Minnesota, a suburb of Minneapolis and 

baptized at St. Maryõs Russian Orthodox Church. Her mother, Leda is a òcradleó Russian Orthodox, and 

her father Edward was German, but both Canadian citizens. When Larisa was seven, her family moved to 

Eugene and her mother immediately started looking for an Orthodox church. She was put in touch with an 

Episcopal church who told her that some local people were starting a Greek Orthodox mission and to call

George and will always think of them as her extended family. She has many fond memories of the òearly 

daysó at Our Saviorõs Lutheran when everyone took turns setting up the church for the priest from Port-

land who would come down once a month. Back then all the hymns were sung in Greek and English so we 

quickly learned the whole service in both languages. We used to joke that òweõre Greek now!ó Larisa went 

to the University of Oregon and graduated with a bachelorõs degree in Psychology and a minor in Sociol-

ogy. She was lucky enough to land a job in her field at the Oregon Social Learning Center and still works 

there part time. She spends her day with wonderful people who bring their kids and dogs to work. Itõs the 

best job in Eugene! 

Andrew and Larisa met at St. George, were married here, and shortly after were lucky enough to take a 

three week trip to Greece to visit Andrewõs extended family. They were welcomed with open arms by his 

family despite never having met them, and truly had a trip of a lifetime. It was such a wonderful experi-

ence to be in a country where Orthodoxy was everywhere, there were even icons in the taxicabs! 

Andrew and Larisa have two beautiful sons, Dimitri who is 6 and Nikolai who is 3. Both were baptized at 

St. George and love attending, especially the Sunday School! They feel blessed to have such a wonderful, 

vibrant church to attend and raise their children in the Orthodox faith.

From the Bookstore: While our Lenten journey 

has reached its conclusion in joyful celebration of the Res-
urrection (think about that!), our spiritual journey is actually 
unending and lifelong. So in the spirit of the continuing jour-
ney of building our spirits to commune with the LORD 
God, I offer this book to you, a recent arrival in our book-
store.  We have several copies available. The Jesus Prayer:  The 
Ancient Desert Prayer That Tunes the Heart to God from (Khouria) 
Frederica Mathewes-Green 
The Jesus Prayer is the preeminent prayer of Orthodoxy 
and is most commonly rendered, "LORD Jesus Christ, Son 
of God, have mercy on me."  I have known people who 
owned and regularly used 300 knot prayer ropes outside the 
monastic setting, but that is not (yet?) me, and maybe not 
you.  We should all see the beauty and efficacy of the two 
pieces of The Prayer.  First, through it we continuously 
acknowledge that Jesus (the) Christ is LORD, one with 
God the Father.  We just can not take that identity for 
granted.  Second, the prayer of the Jesus Prayer ceaselessly 
humbles him/herself before God with the personal admis-
sion that we are indeed sinners needing God's mercy, "have 
mercy on me."  Herein is the humble essence of Ortho-
doxy. An Elder of the Church wrote that this mercy con-
tains "all things. Love, forgiveness, healing, restoration, and 
repentance all fit within the word 'mercy.' "  Frederica notes 
that "salvation comes from the mercy of Christ." So it 
should make sense to us that the Jesus Prayer is extremely 
important to our spiritual development.   
This book, The Jesus Prayer, does several things quite well, in 
my opinion.  Khouria Frederica does a wonderful job ac-
quainting the newer Orthodox believer to the history, back-
ground, scriptural ties and context of the Prayer.  She writes 
for the lay person quite helpfully.  I have read several works 
on the Jesus Prayer which were probably written with a 
monastic audience in mind.  It was challenging to me, and I 
came away feeling I could never 'catch up' to these stan-
dards.  You will never feel that way reading this book.  It is 
written for us. The second major section of the book is 
unique.  In it she thoughtfully answers the several dozen 
questions that had been posed to her over the years on 
every imaginable aspect of the Jesus Prayer.  Trust me, you 
question(s) are answered here. This book is filled with prac-
tical advice you will find valuable if you are willing to 
deepen your spiritual encounter with God through some 
serious application of the Jesus Prayer.  This book will help 
you deepen your spiritual life if that is truly a goal you 
share. If I were going to suggest (just) one book that could 
impact your spiritual life from the past several months or 
perhaps even a year, this would be it.
