
Dearly Beloved In The Lord,       Christ is Risen! Truly He is Risen! 

“Come receive the Light, from the Light; which is never overtaken by night; and glorify Christ, Who 
is risen from the dead” 

What a glorious Pascha we shared together again this year!  It is such a blessing to celebrate the Lord’s Resur-
rection with you and now to bask in the glow for these forty days.  The light of Pascha seems to illumine even 
more brightly, the very best aspects of this community.  Our family is grateful to each and every one of you 
for your participation in this Eucharistic community, and for everything you do and give.  We look forward 
to many more years together with you! 

Pascha also seems to produce a great deal of momentum going forward.  For instance, you’ll read in the fol-
lowing pages that five new families were added to the list of Stewards in April and that we are well within 
reach of meeting our stewardship goals for this year.  You’ll also read that the number Catechumens enrolled 
is now back in the teens, continuing a blessed trend from last year.  You’ll also read that the new ministries 
we introduced over the last year are taking root and growing.  Glory to God for all things! 

I guess we could just sit back, relax and enjoy?  You know, eat, drink, be merry, and rest on our laurels.  Ex-
cept, God doesn't seem to have that attitude.  Our God, Who blesses those who give; Who is sending waves 
of those seeking Him to the Orthodox Church; Who calls upon us to love and reach out to our neighbor, 
never rests.  He is also the source of the momentum, so in a real sense, the laurels aren’t really ours to rest 
upon.  So now what?  In his pastoral letter to the Philippians, St. Paul wrote the following, “He who began a 
good work in us will carry it on to completion until the day of Christ Jesus”.  Seems to me that St. Paul is in-
structing the faithful in Philippi to “carry on” and keep doing so until Christ’s return.  Sounds like good ad-
vice for us too, the faithful in Eugene.  The antithesis of “carrying on” of course is doing nothing but worry-
ing about the growth of our church.  It is like planting a garden and then just sitting there worrying about 
whether or not anything will grow.  This is not God’s will nor is it what we are instructed to do.  God says, 
don’t worry about the growth of your church, keep watering, fertilizing, cultivating, weeding and pruning.  
In other words, remain faithful to My purposes for the Church and “carry on, and on, and on...”.   

It might be helpful to recap what God’s purposes are for the Church.  First, the Church exists to worship God, 
for worship is the highest expression of our love for God.  Second, the Church exists to minister  to the needs 
of others; to be of service out of love for our neighbor.  Third, the Church exists to “make disciples” and wit-
ness to the Way, Truth, and Life.  Fourth, the Church exists to “baptize” and bring all people into community. 
Fifth, the Church exists to instruct and guide us on how to be changed, transformed, become holy, and attain 
God-likeness.  These are the things we must remain faithful to if we are to be the Church.  And everything we 
do as the Church, should be aligned with these purposes.  Over the last year, we have been engaged in strate-
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gic planning efforts which have produced a number of 
strategic initiatives ( a fancy way of defining ways in 
which we are “carrying on”).  Some have already been 
done (feeding the homeless-Service) and some are in 
process (picnic area-Fellowship).  In the space remain-
ing, I want to share with you several more of these ini-
tiatives. 

“Supper for Six” is an excellent way for people in the 
parish to get better acquainted.  Groups of 3 pairs meet  
once per month for three months, with each pair tak-
ing turns hosting.  The groups can meet at homes or at 
a restaurant for supper and an activity after the meal.  
After three months, new groups are formed and the 
process continues.  The goal is for our entire parish to 
grow closer.  

OCF House:  Efforts are underway to establish a resi-
dence near the U of O campus which will offer Ortho-
dox Christian students both a place to gather, and also 
offer them a place to live during their college years. 

Chant Group:  The goal is to have a group of chanters 
assisting in the Divine Services. 

“Young Family Group” is an excellent way to do small 
group ministry that meets the needs of both parents 
and youth.  Families would take turns hosting a gath-
ering each month, either at their home or at another 
location, with food and activities planned. 

Seminars:  Continuing with what was started with the 
marriage seminar, we will be offering issue specific 
seminars for our parishioners.  Seminars being 
planned include: Estate Planning, Healthcare and End 
of Life Decision Making; and Grief and Loss.  Plans are 
also being made to repeat the marriage seminar. 

It should be easy to see that these initiatives, and the 
ones already started or in process, are indeed aligned 
with God’ purposes for the Church.  So it is up to us to 
remain faithful to them, and “carry on”.  If we do, then 
God will continue to grow our parish.  If we do, He 
will continue to bless us with catechumens.  He will 
continue the good work that He started here in 
Eugene.  I hope that you will choose to be a participant 
in this “good work” to the glory of God and for the 
benefit of your soul.  May it be blessed!

SPECIAL FUNDS LETTER REGARDING THE PICNIC SHELTER 

Dear Friends, 

On Sunday, August 16 of last year, our Parish Assembly unanimously approved the construction of our pic-
nic shelter which will include a storage area. Plans and permits have been submitted and approved. Seed 
money, rebar and some of the lumber has already been donated. Now is the time for our funding-raising plan 
to go into action. As you may recall, our goal is to have fifty families in our parish donate $100 per year for 
the next three years over-and-above their stewardship. This will net us $15,000 which we estimated would 
be the cost of the shelter even with the donated materials. Some families will be able to give more, others less, 
some have already given; but we hope everyone in the parish will participate.  Three hundred dollars over a 
three year period is less than twenty-eight cents a day. Put a quarter in a piggy bank everyday and at the end 
of year you will have saved $91.25 of that $100. If you start now and put a dollar a day away, you’ll be done 
before Christmas; or if you can sustain the dollar a day, you can help the project that much more. Whatever 
you are able to do is great, but please participate. When bringing your donation to church, please indicate on 
the “Offering” envelope that your gift is for the building fund. Or if you plan to combine your contribution 
with stewardship, please indicate how much should go to stewardship and how much to the building fund. 
And let’s not forget that when the concrete is down and the lumber is going up, come and add your time and 
talent to your treasure. It will be a lot of fun and very worthwhile. The long-range planning committee and 
the parish council would like to thank you very much for your unanimous approval of this project, which 

will help to bring our parish closer together in fellowship.

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L IVING  IN  THE  L IGHT  OF THE  RESURRECTION  by Philip Mamalakis 

 One of the beautiful traditions we have in the Orthodox Church is our Paschal Resurrection service. With the church dark-

ened, the priest comes out with the light of Christ, proclaiming, òCome receive the light, the Light of Christ, who illumines 
those in darkness.ó The altar boys and parish council members swarm forward and the light slowly makes its way throughout 
the church, filling it with brightness. This is such a powerful experience that many people who do not set foot in church all 
year will still be present at this one service.  I remember this well as a child. After the service, exhausted and wired, we would 
try to see if we could bring the light home. Sometimes it would be windy or rainy and our goal would be just to get the light 
to the car. Once in the car, we tried to get the light home without burning anyoneõs hair. Sometimes, we were success-
ful!  Weary-eyed, holding an open flame in the car, (which Iõm sure was a fire hazard) we were determined to bring the light 
of Christ into our homes. Why? Because our homes are the places where we live our lives, spend most of our days, and we 
knew that this is where the light of Christ belonged and it was also a lot of fun! We need Christ in our homes because it is 
here where we learn about life and relationships.  We learn how to love, how to be patient, and how to forgive. In our homes 
we learn what to expect from others and what to do when people donõt meet our expectations. We learn what to value in the 
world and how to live in it. Our homes are where our souls our shaped in the day-to-day activities of life. The light of Christ 
needs to be in that place as that is happeningñilluminating all. 

 The Lord is my light and my salvation, whom shall I fear. The Lord is the strength of my life, of whom shall I be afraid. -Psalm 27:1 

But what do we do with this light when we bring it into our house? How do we bring the light of Christ into our homes, into 
our families? Where do we put it? Does it have a place in our homes? Does it have a place in our hearts? First, letõs talk about 
physically bringing the light of Christ home. Where do we place this candle in our home? The light came from the altar of the 
Church and belongs at the altar area, or prayer area, of the home. Does your home have a space, part of a room or maybe in 
the hallway, that is set apart for family prayer? Do you gather as a family for prayer? Do you have a place to keep a candiliña 
vigil lightñthat can be lit with the Paschal light? In that place you might hang your icons, maybe keep a censer, some holy 
water, a palm from Palm Sunday, a bible, a prayer book, and maybe a book of hymns. This place is set apart to come together 
as a family to pray, read the Bible, and to sing on a regular basis. We need to prepare a special place in our homes to receive 
the light of Christ.  We werenõt always successful bringing the Paschal light home. Some years the light blew outñsometimes 
from the wind, and sometimes from a sibling, who worked diligently to extinguish the otherõs light. So, what happened when 
the light is extinguished? Do we ever blow out the light of Christ? Absolutely not! We know that as Christians, we donõt just 
carry the light of Christ, we are the light of Christ. And on Pascha, we bring that light of Christ into our homes as we carry 
the light of Christ in our hearts. Does the light of Christ have a place in our hearts? The purpose of the external traditions 
and practices of the Church is to nurture the internal reality of living with Christ in our homes by living with Christ in our 
hearts.  

You are the light of the world.ó -Matthew 5:14 

For fifty days we live in the light of the Resurrection. That is, we receive the light of Christ in our hearts by living according 
to the Light, as children of God, according to the values and virtues of the Kingdom of God, according to His command-
ments, which are lights that guide us. We live in the light of the resurrection by living as peacemakers (James 3;18), nurturing 
forgiveness (Matthew 6:12-16), learning to love (Matthew 22:35-40; I Corinthians 13:3), being slow to anger and quick to lis-
ten (James 1:19), hungering and thirsting after righteousness (Matthew 5:6), being patient, kind, longsuffering, gentle (I Co-
rinthians 13:4)ñOK, that doesnõt sound much like mealtime at my home. Thatõs because we are still working towards this 
goalñor ratherñChrist is still working towards this goal in us as we walk in the light of His resurrection. As we receive 
Christ into our hearts, by striving to live as Children of God in our homes, we experience that warmth and peace in our 
homes that comes from the Light of Christñfrom the love of Christ that shines forth on Pascha. We are invited on Pascha 
night to take home the light in our cars, that we may take it home in our hearts.

Many Years!  Chronia Polla! 

From the Bookstore:  
OK, let me be upfront with you.  There are many reasons, 
nearly all good I think, to buy books, but I need to tell you 
this is my personal favorite Orthodox book in my own 
library of 100 or so Orthodox texts.  I return to peruse it 
often. Now you know.  I think you should introduce it to 
your home, too.  This month's review is of EVLOGEITE: 
A Pilgrim's Guide to Greece  which was published in 
2002 by Mother Nectaria, an American monastic.  Are you 
of Greek heritage?  [do you know someone who is . . .?] 
Are  you Orthodox?  [read this and you will finish the jour-
ney if you are on the way] Are you interested in the lives of 
the saints who have lived in and blessed Greece and all Or-
thodoxy?  (and who speak to us even now) Would you like 
to travel (again?) to Greece?  Do you want to know more 
of the life of St. Cosmas?  St. Nectarios?  St. Nicholas?  St. 
Spyridon and many dozens of others? How about Mt. 
Athos? Are icons important to you? My point, of course, is 
that there is a wealth of fascinating things -- spiritual, cul-
tural, inspirational and historical in Evlogeite that should 
attract nearly all of us.  My words will never do justice to 
the wonder of the contents in Evlogeite.  I have acquai-
tances from Portland who used this book as their 'tour 
guide' for an extended trip to Greece.  They couldn't even 
begin to fit it all in over a couple of months. So what do we 
have here?  Mother Nectaria personally visited hundreds of 
living sites of the Greek church:  monasteries, churches, 
cathedrals, sites of repose for the veritable army of monas-
tics now gone to the Church Triumphant and other places 
of significance.  She has met those there and speaks first-
hand of her extraordinary experience in compiling the in-
formation for this book. 
A bit about  the organization of the book.  Mother Nectaria 
divided up her experience into 32 chapters cris-crossing 
Greece geographically.  We are led from Philippi near the 
northern Bulgarian border to deep into the Pelopon-
nese.  From Corfu on the west to the Aegean islands just 
off the Turkish coast on the east of Greece.  And, of 
course, throughout the islands.  This is a 1000 page feast of 
information presented in very readable form.  Add to that 
many hundreds of photos with a number in spectacular 
color.  Add to this more than 30 largely hand drawn maps 
which include all sites found in the book.  Further, there are 
somewhat more scholarly endnotes to each chapter taking 
the reader deeper, should s/he wish to know more details 
and history.   Need more -- how about the Troparia for 
many of the saints in the book and a listing of the feastdays 
for each? 
I have ordered just two copies which are en-route to our 
bookstore.  I would love to order more given proven de-
mand.  I guarantee the two families that bring Evlogeite 
into their homes will be blessed by its contents and glad 
they did. You won't just read it once.
