ɁA few days before Christmas, a group of salesmen were making their way thru the airport in Chicago.   They 

were in a great rush to make their flight and get home for the holidays.  In their rush, one of these salesmen 

inadvertently kicked over a table which held a display of apples. Apples flew everywhere. Without stopping or 

looking back, they continued on to their gate.  All but one.  He experienced a twinge of compassion for the girl 

whose apple stand had been overturned. He told his buddies to go on without him, waved good-bye, told one of 

them to call his wife when they arrived at their home destination and explain his taking a later flight. Then he 

returned to the table where the apples were all over the terminal floor. He was glad he did.  The 16-year-old 

girl was totally blind! She was softly crying, tears running down her cheeks in frustration, and at the same 

time helplessly groping for her spilled produce as the crowd swirled about her, no one stopping and no one to 

care for her plight. The salesman knelt on the floor with her, gathered up the apples, put them back on the table 

and helped organize her display. When he had finished, he pulled out his wallet and said to the girl, 'Here, 

please take this $40 for the damage we did. Are you okay?' She nodded through her tears.. He continued on 

with, 'I hope we didn't spoil your day too badly.' As the salesman started to walk away, the bewildered blind 

girl called out to him, 'Mister. ...' He paused and turned to look back into those blind eyes. She continued, 

'Are you Jesus?'  

You might be wondering what the two stories have to do with each other. In the first case, a woman was able 

to overcome her weaknesses, limitations, etc. to have the kind of faith that united her to Christ, and in return

STEWARDSHIP AND THE STEWARD 

Orthodox Christian Stewardship is a way of life, which acknowledges accountability, reverence, and responsibility before 

God. A primary goal of stewardship is to promote spiritual growth and strengthen faith. Becoming a steward begins when 

we believe in God, to whom we give our love, loyalty and trust and act on those beliefs. As stewards, we affirm that every 

aspect of our lives comes as a gift from Him. Stewardship calls on the faithful to cheerfully offer back to God a portion of 

the gifts with which we have been blessed. 

 

An Orthodox Christian Steward is an active participant in the life of the Church. The parish encourages all who accept the 

Orthodox Faith to become practicing stewards. Each year the steward is expected to carefully review his or her personal 

circumstances and make a commitment of time, talent, and treasure to support the parish and her ministries, which in 

turn support the national ministries of our Archdiocese, Metropolises, and institutions.  

 

STEWARDSHIP AND BUDGET 

A successful stewardship program should provide for parish ministries and the entire operating budget as well as the 

growth of those ministries. The parish should not find it necessary to depend on fund-raising events to meet its financial 

responsibilities. When a parish enters into the stewardship program, profits from such efforts should be seen as commu-

nity events and outreach opportunities, with proceeds going to the philanthropic work of the Church.  All parishioners 

should declare their annual commitment, freely, by submitting an Orthodox Christian Stewardship Commitment Card. 

The fundamental premise of stewardship is free-will giving, with each individual giving as he or she is able in order to 

advance the ministries of the Church. In accordance with the principle of free-will giving, there is no minimum or maxi-

mum stewardship commitment.
